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CheersSo this report is going to focus on some specifics.
Fishing for us on Dawn Treader over the last two weeks has been tough. Always optimistic, we slipped out to a spot just north of Shag that holds great spring snapper in the next week or two. Not sure why it holds snapper but it does and it is so consistent that I use this spot if I take out a new fisho, I guarantee them a fish over 10lb and this spot has not let me down yet. When we took out the Snapper shootout two years ago the fish came from here.
Although we were optimistic the fish were not there yet the water temperature was a little bit too cold still, but this is how I fish it.

Best winds – 0-15kts, W – N – E, anything with S in it is just hard work.

Best bait –Fresh mackerel. Berley is an absolute must here.

Best tide – Low to Incoming

Best rig – Strayline 4-8Kg mainline, 40 – 100lb trace (does not need to be flouro here), two 10/0 gamakatsu octopus hooks (one snelled),and use 1oz sinkers to start, 2 oz as tide picks up. I prefer using a Diawa 20-30 series SL or SLX on a Diawa VIP 270 series rod.
Bait rig – My Kids rods (thanks Katie and Jack) with $2.00 sabiki and 1oz teardrop sinker

Method - Arrive at low tide, burley on the bottom and catch your jack mackerel on sabikis. 

When the tide begins to turn and you are looking over your boats stern is looking at Shag island, hook up a fresh kicking mackerel on you rig and once your bait gets down – hold on!
One thing about this spot, you will know when your berley is spent as the bites turn off instantly.

Remember that these are prime fish so only take what you can eat fresh and return others in the best condition you can – fish for the future.
